RANDOMIZER WILL SUBSTITUTE IN RANDOM VERSIONS OF THOSE
LETTERS. ALYO, |E THERE ARE ANY IPIOSYNCRALIES IN YOUR
HANDWRITING, THE RANPOMIZER ¢AN SUBSTITUTE IN THE
CORRELT VERSIONS OF LETTERS TO DEAL WITH IT. FOR INSTANCE,
IN THE 4AMPLE OF THE HISHTOWER EONT, NOTE THAT LETTERS
