AND ‘“W'. YOUR HANDWRITING FONT MAY ALSo CONTAIN
MULTIPLE VERSIONS OF COMMON LETTERS LIKE THE VOWELS,
AND IF So THE RANDOMIZER WILL SUBSTITUTE IN RANDOM
VERSIONS OF THOSE LETTERS. ALSo, IF THERE ARE ANY
IDIOSYNCRACIES IN YOUR HANDWRITING, THE RANDOMIZER CAN
