Tne
fandomizer program makes the proper Supstifutions at e peginning of words,
and the end, and for letter pairs involving “p”, 0", "v”, and "w”. Your
hanAwriting font may also contain multiple versions of common letters like the
Yowels, and if 50 the randomizer Will Substitute in rardom versiorts of those
letters. Also, if Tnere are any idiodyncracies in your nanawriting, the randomizer
can supstitute in the corvect versions of letters to deal witn it For instance, in
the Sample of e Hightower font, note tnat letters with descenders such ad ’g”,
"7, 7y", efc., are udvally followed by letters naving an especially long leading
stem going undermeath tne preceding character. put note that this is rot e
case witn the “ielly” fort.
